Coming the 4,000-plus
milesfrom Spainwere Roberto Somoza,
a master on three saxophones; Alberto
Conde, an intense pianist; the always-
smiling bassist, Kim Gatcia, who laid
down a fine background rhythm: and
drummer Miguel Cabana, who kicked
thebandsuperblyfromthebackgrotmd.
The two-hour show consisted of origi-
nal compositions by members of the
band,includingtheAﬂanticBﬁdgetheme
written by White. This superb concert
isjust another example of why Ithacais
such a pleasurable city to call home.
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
